6. Detail your teaching philosophy
RESEARCH
7. Research experience and productivity, relative to opportunity (maximum one page)
8. Details of local and international profile including seminar/conference presentations
9. Details of current and previous collaborations
10. Details of postgraduate and undergraduate teaching and supervision
11. Details of administrative responsibilities including laboratory, departmental, faculty, institutional.
12. Details of peer review experience including review of grant applications and manuscripts
13. Details of scientific discipline experience including membership of societies and committees
14. Details of involvement in the wider community including work to raise community awareness of health issues and research awareness campaigns
15. Details of research grant support including subject of application, names of all investigators, amount received, name of granting body and your role
16. Details of published works organised in the following categories
Do not include conference abstracts, papers submitted for publication but not yet accepted or papers in preparation.
